Don't share your passwords with anyone else (except your parents, guardians or trusted adults)

Turn on multi-factor authentication (MFA) for all accounts that use it

O Get your parents, guardians or trusted adults to help you install anti-virus software on any device you can
O Turn on automatic updates for any software if you can
